The team unloaded on a gorgeous hot spring evening along with 16 other Sprint Cars from around
the Northwest to contest for one of Canada’s most h istoric Sprint Car races. After qualifying a solid
fourth place, Guy Barrett piloted the Evil Iron spr inter to a dominant victory in the fast “A”dash in
front of a great crowd of open-wheel race fans. Bar  rett marched off to an 8-car advantage on his way
to the victory lane interview where he was clearly frustrated that the car continues to give the team
mechanical woes as it did to shorten practice for t he evening event.

Next for the #42 car was the heat race in which Bar rett charged from a 6th place starting position

turning the quickest lap of the race to battle for the lead with Edmonton Alberta’s Merv Barcello.

Barrett tried to pass on the inside and on the outs ide while the starter warned Barcello of
unsportsmanlike driving. On the 8th of 10 laps, Bar  rett raced high outside of turn 4 to pass and was

pushed into the wall as the full grandstands took t o their feet. Dust flew and the #42 sprinter
bounced off the wall and Barrett “wheeled” it direc tly into the pit area to finish 6th with one lap

remaining. Scoring would later show Barcello DQ'd f rom the event and the G-Force crew set about
making repairs for the 50-lap main event.



The field of sprinters was pushed off for the Straw berry Cup with Barrett sitting in the 9th position

looking to make up ground as #91 Darren Yates lost control on the backstretch and crashed hard in
front of Barrett on lap 5. Once the race resumed, B  arrett was on a charge and was passing cars at
every corner as he worked his way to 2nd place. Wit  h just a handful of laps remaining, Barrett
“could feel the car start to lay down and lose powe r. I knew Aumen was right behind me because |
could see on the infield scoreboard!” As the car we nt away, Scott Aumen passed Barrett for second
place and the Evil Iron machine coasted to a smolde  ring halt just past the checkers.

In all the night should have been good for the poin t standings and the team must now work to get
the car ready for the Canada Cup July 3rd and 4tha t Western Speedway.
