The third race in the 2009 WilRoc series saw team G -Force arrive 3 " overall in points
carrying a motor which was replaced on Canada Day a s a result of the previous race
problem. Laurence, Glen, Guy and the crew spentag ood deal of time making the swap and

doing prep work to keep the Championship hopes aliv e and be competitive.

The new bullet is down on power from the team’s pri mary motor but was reliable and strong

enough for Barrett to once again out-do his best qu alifying time to date with a 14.12 effort
which inches him closer to that elusive “13 second” mark, which was once unimaginable at
Western Speedway. Guy began his heat race in the fi nal starting position as a result of

being the fastest qualifier in the race and did get past 6" place Jesse Dargengo as well as
rookie Rory Smith to take 5 ™ which was the final invert start position for the main event.




As fourteen cars pushed off for the start of the Ca  nada Cup, the Evil Iron sprinter gave the
crew a scare with a flat right rear tire resulting from a blocked open bleeder. The offending
device was removed and Guy was not “given” any more info about it but the result of this
item being missing was that tire stagger would chan ge through the race as heat built up.
The crew gambled Guy would simply  get mad and adjust his driving to compensate. Many
spots changed quickly in the first few laps as Barr ett and the other fast cars made their
charge toward the front from the fifth row back. Ba rrett had made several bold moves to
gain the 6 ™ position by the first caution on lap 13 and contin ued his march forwardto 5 " as

caution flew again just two laps later.

Main title contenders Scott Aumen (44) and
Matt Mansell (14) were always in the group
Barrett was battling with, but the lack of
power from the number two motor and the
increasing stagger were forcing Barrett to
finesse the car rather than make bold
moves for positions. Two more cautions
followed late in the race and both Aumen
and Barrett improved their positions and
passing point totals with Guy bringing the
#42 home in 4™ just ahead of Aumen and
one spot behind Mansell thus tightening
the Championship battle!

The night was capped off with an impressive Canada
Day fireworks show for the fans, competitors and Gu y
and wife Steph (left) prior to the traditional visi t for
fans to the pit area for free goodies and autograph  s.

Next race is July 11 when the WilRoc Sprint Car Ser  ies heads North to Saratoga Speedway.
