
 
 Race 4 – John Bokma Memorial 
July 11, 2009 
Campbell River, BC 
 
The string of beautiful summer weather accompanied the WilRoc travelling Sprint Car 
circus to the North Island Saturday as the open-whe elers made their first appearance of 
2009 at Saratoga Speedway. The tight asymmetrical t ri-oval track is particularly suited to 
Guy Barrett’s driving style and the setup Team G-Fo rce can put in the Evil Iron sprinter. 

 

 
 
Barrett qualified pole for the fast dash and made n o mistakes as he took the car from there 
straight to victory lane where good friend Rocky Ho rne was waiting with the microphone. 
An emotional Guy dedicated the win and trophy to Te am G-Force motor-builder and long-
time supporter Laurence Michaux who works tirelessl y without complaint (much) to keep 
the car competitive year after year. “He is the uns ung hero of this team for sure and we 
wouldn’t be here without him, this one’s for you bu ddy!” With minimal change to the car, 
Barrett pushed off for the heat race and charged to  the lead by the half way point to make it 
two wins in two outings before front of the largest  crowd Saratoga has seen all season. 
 

    



An unusually relaxed Barrett asked only for a minor  gear-change and plenty of fuel for the 
main event which he would start from 6 th outside the third row. Once the drivers were 
ceremoniously introduced to the crowd on the front- stretch, the green flew and Guy wasted 
no time dispatching cars ahead of him to muscle his  way to 3 rd by lap six. Point leaders 
Scott Aumen and Matt Mansell would find all kinds o f problems through the event visiting 
the pit area on several occasions for racing repair s which left Barrett and Darren Yates (tied 
for 3 rd in points) to try and chase down the leading Randy  Price who stayed on point the 
entire event. 
 
Midway through the event a wild tangle on the strai ght stretch in front of the crowd brought 
out a red flag which allowed a crew member from eac h car to check on the drivers. After 
sitting in a multi-layer driving suit directly on t op of a red-hot methanol drinking motor on 
one of the hottest days of the year, Barrett wolfed  down an icy cold drink of water and was 
literally being sick at the wheel, grumbling “I’m n ot really having fun right now”. On the 
restart he was able to soldier on diving at the ins ide of Yates’ 91 car repeatedly but never 
being able to complete a pass without risk of wreck ing them both. 
 
 

Ultimately the fourth race of the 
WilRoc season ended with a third 
place finish and a very successful 
night which most certainly closed the 
point gap among the top four teams.  
All the racers respectfully presented 
their cars to the fans on the front-
stretch for autographs after the 
racing action and Barrett gave away 
his trophy to one thrilled young 
future-racer!
